Overloading worries are now no longer an issue as the Isuzu’s give us an extra 1 tonne payload in comparison with their predecessors,” said Steve Cox from Burflex.

Spiralling maintenance costs were also an issue with Burflex’s previous 7.5 tonners. With a three-year unlimited mileage warranty, the 5 new Isuzu’s in the Burflex transport fleet were the answer to this particular problem too. As Steve Cox says, “New vehicles are cheaper to run than the used ones, and the reliability and low running costs of the Isuzu’s will make significant savings in the overall costs of running our transport fleet over the next few years.”
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“Without doubt, the Isuzu marque has a proven pedigree of providing tough reliable vehicles for the building industry, with industry-leading payload potential.
