In addition, the Isuzu will be used for the transportation of un-sawn timber, natural garden sculptures, rustic poles and Christmas Trees, making it a truly practical workhorse for Longleat Forestry.

“Operating within one of the country’s most popular tourist attractions at Longleat, the Isuzu NQR will certainly provide Longleat Forestry with value for money over its planned 20-year life.
